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Notes from the March 2009 Board Meeting

March Board Meeting Highlights

Note: The minutes of the Board meetings are normally 2-5 pages, so only a synopsis of key items of interest to members are noted in the Smoke 
Signal. A copy of the full minutes are posted in the Club House. 

Treasury: Ros reported that we had $3,304 in checking, $4,141 Savings, plus the CDs.  The club has taken in $14,862 to date this year, and ex-
pended $8,015.  Membership income to date this year has been $2,865.  He noted we have taxes and other payments coming up of around 
$2,000. 

Membership: Ewing reported that memberships continue to increase, and that we are up to 161 memberships plus those that have come in but 
not yet processed. 

Donation. The Bohning Company has donated vanes and glue valued at $365 for maintenance of arrows for the education program.

the cost is about $18/year to provide them to Associates.  The Board determined that Associate Members will no longer receive a printed copy of 
the Smoke Signal, effective June 1st, but may continue to receive an electronic copy by email. 

Sponsorships. The Board approved a proposal for sponsorships 

Exterminator.  An exterminator has been hired to rid the club house (especially kitchen area) of pests and mice. Ready National will screen off 
holes, set traps, do sweeps, and check monthly for one year. Their contact information will be posted in the office. 

Pro Shop.  The Board approved a new 5 year agreement with Great Northwest Archery to continue to lease the pro shop building. 

Senior Games. Club has been asked to host the Senior Games Sun. July 19th. This is the day after we host the Washington Games. Board agreed to 
serve as host range. 

Club Brochures.  The Board authorized spending $327.76 funds to develop a professional brochure and print 1,000 folded glossy color brochures. 
Will seek to put these at leading sporting goods stores.
