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Notes from the April 2009 Board Meeting

A new lease for the pro shop contract has been agreed upon and signed between the Club and Great Northwest Archery. 

New keys and locks for the doors and storage units have been purchased. Active members will be notified by mail of the new club house 
door code when the lock is changed. The Board agreed that the code is not to be given out to nonmembers or Associates, and that members who 
do so may face censure.

An adult 
JOAD program will also be started for parents so they participate with their kids. The fee will be the same. Cost is $5 per week; any authorized 
style is permissible.  The program will run all year long. 

The Board updated the Range/Safety Rules.  After final review, they will be posted at the range.
